Business Object Model

The BOM provides the classes and methods that the business rules can act upon. The
BOM can contain either classes that are directly imported from an existing Jaua objec
model, XML schema, or Web service, or from a set of busiogsated classes that do

not map directly to the underlying Java classes or XML schemas (known as virtual
classes).
